Abstract Having compared the pronotum, the male genitalia and the sub.
genital plate charateristics of the Tenodera species, the author gives a thorough re-
view of the 7 species, 1. e. T. azzenuata, T. angustipennis, T. stotzneri, T. aridifo-
dia, T. sinensis, T. brevicollis Beier, stat. nov., T. caudafissilis, sp. nov., which can
be checked out from the key at the beginning of this paper. The types and other
materials are deposited in Shanghai Institute of Entomology, Academia Sinica.

Tenadera brevicollis Beier 1933, stat. nov. (figs. 7—8, 21—27, 36—41)

This species was formerly identified as T. aridifolia brevicollis Beier, 1933,
this paper ascends it from the subspecies to the species status.
Tenodera caudafissilis sp. nov, (figs. 31—33, 34—35)

This new species is closely allied to T. brevicollis Beier, 1933, but differs from
the latter in the titillator of hypophallus obviously expanded (fig. 32) while the
subgenital plate with a concaving mouth.
