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A NEW SPECIES OF THE GENUS SPHINGONOTUS FIEB. FROM
CHINA (ORTHOPTERA: ACRIDIDAE)

In the present paper, a new species of grasshopper, Sphingonotus tsinlingensis, is
described.  The types as well as the paratypes were all collected from the Tsinling range,
Shensi, China.

Sphingonotus tsinlingensis is very closely related to S. longipennis Sauss. and §.
mongolicus Sauss. From §. longipennis, the new species differs in the following respects:
(1) size of body smaller; (2) hind wing with bluish colour at the base; (3) the dark
rotiform fascia being far away the inner margin of the hind wing; (4) the female with
a short longitudinal groove at the center of the posterior subgenital plate. The new
specics may be distinguished from S. mongolicus in its larger size and in the fact thac
there is a concavity at the center of the posterior margin of the subgenital plate.
