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A NEW SPECIES OF SINOPODISMA CHANG AND DESCRIPTION
OF THE MALE OF CHORTHIPPUS LOUGUANENSIS
CHENG ET TU (ORTHOPTERA: ACRIDIDAE)

This paper deals with the descriptions of a new species of Sinopodisma and the
male of Chorthippus louguanensis. Type specimens are kept in the Department of
Biology, Shensi Normal University and Institute of Entomology, Shanghai.

Sinopodisma tsinlingensis Cheng sp. nov.

Male: General coloration yellowish green. Autennae brownish. Pronotum derk
yellowish green; the upper margin of the lateral lobes of pronotum with a longitu-
dinal bluck stripe. Blytra brown. Fore and middle legs green. The upper, inner and
lower sides of posterior femora orange red, bases of outer side yellow and orange red
in its apical part. Hind tibiae bluish green, bases black. Tarsi yellowish green.

Head short. Antennae filiform, long and slender, 22-segmented, reaching to the buse
of hind femora. Foveola absent. Eyes oval. The vertical diameter of eyes about
1.47--2 {imes the length of the subocular suture. Median keel of pronotum distinet,
lateral keels absent. Length of prozona about 1.85-2.1 times that of the metazona.
Posterior marein of pronotum moderately rounded and feebly emarginated at the
middle. Metazona with the surface coarsely and irregularly punctate. Length of
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mesosternal interspace about 1.42—2 times the minimum width. Xlytra small, rea-
ching or not reaching to the caudal edge of the mesonotum. Hind tibiae with 8-—l10
outer and 9—11 inner spines, outer apical spine absent. Typanum large, oval. Supra-
anal plate triangular, concaved in the middle part of the base. Cerei curved inside.
Subgenital plate short, conical, apex acute.

Female: General coloration simillar to the male. The vertical diameter of eyes
about 1.4—1.61 times the length of the subocular suture. Length of prozona about
1.83—1.95 times that of the metazona. Length of mesosternal interspace equal to the
minimum width. Elytra small, reaching to the caudal edge of the mesonotum. Hind
tibiae with 9—10 outer and 10 inner spines. Supra-anal plate triangular. Cerci
short, conical. The middle part of the posterior margin of subgenital plate triangu-
lar. Dorsal margin of the dorsal valvulae with irregularly fine teeth.

This species differs from the other species of the genus by the elytra very small.

Length of body: ¢ 18.5-—213mm; 9 24.5—28 mm.

Length of pronotum: ¢ 4—4.5mm; ¢ 5-6 mm.

Length of elytra: &' 0.45—0.6 mm; ¢ 0.68—1 mm.

Length of hind femora: & 10.6—11.5mm; ¢ 13—13.5 mm.

Chorthippus louguanensis Cheng et Tu

Male: Color brown. Antennae dark brown. The lateral keels of the pronotum
with black longitudinal stripes. Elytra brownish. Fore and middle legs yellowish
brown. Hind femora orange-red, inner side orange; apex of hind femora black. Hind
tibiae orange-red, bases black.

Antennae long and slender, reaching to the base of the hind femora. Frons obli-
que. Vertex acute. Median keel and lateral keels of pronotum distinct. Maximum
width of the space between the lateral keels larger than the minimum width (about
1.66 times). Length of prozona slightly longer than metazona. Mesosternal inter-
space nearly equal to its minimum width; no intercalary vein on each of the area.
The terminal tergite of abdomen with a small lateral lobe on each side. Supra-anal
plate long, nearly triangular, concaved in the middle and with a transverse keel on
middle part. Cerci short, conical. Subgenital plate short, conical, apex obtusely
rounded.

Length of body: 17 mm.

Length of pronotum: 3.4 mm.

Length of elytra: 10 mm.

Length of hind femora: 10 mm.
