Tabanus (Tabanus) chonganensis sp. nov.

Female 22—25mm. Frons with almost parallel sides, the height about 8.5 times as
width at its base. Callus cylinder shape, almost touching the subecallus but separated
from the eyes. Median callus closely conmnected with callus. Antenna dark brown, with
dorsal angle. Palpi length 4 time to its diameter, covered with dense black hairs and
seanty white hairs. Wing tinged with brown on the anterior part. First tergite brown.
2—7th dark brown, with broad apical yellow bands and central triangles. Male 1st-2nd
dergites yellowish brown.

Holotype: 9 Chongan of Fujian Province. Allotype ¢ from the same locality.

This species allied to the Tabanus yao Macq., Tabanus lushanensis Liu, Tabanus
makimura Quchi, but distinguished from these by species the shape of antennae and
ornamentations of abdomen.

Tabanus (Tabanus) nigrefronti sp. nov.

Female 20 mm. black species. Frons black with dense black hairs, its hight about
4.5 times as width at its base. Callus triangled, with a linear shape median callus.
Antenna blackish brown. Palpi covered with dense black hairs. Tergite black, covered
with dense black hairs, 1st-6th tergites with narrow apical pale bands. The ornamenta-
tion on abdomen of male is similar to female.

Holotype: @ from Guangze of Fujian Province. Allotype & from the same loca-
lity.

According to the abdominal ornamentations of this species, it seems to belong to the
group Tabanus sexiclus, but distinguished from this group by the larger size, dark
frons and yellow-green hairs on the scutum.

Tabanus (Tabanus) pingbianensis sp. nov.

Female 12—14 mm. brown species. Frons height about 5 times as its base. Callus
shiny black, separated from the eyes, subcallus, and median callus. The median callus
spindle-shaped. Subeallus shiny yellowish brown. Antenna orange. Palpi covered with
black and white hairs. 1st and 2nd Tergites brown, 3rd-7Tth dark brown, yellowish
apical bands and central triangles.

Holotype £ from Pingbian of Yunnan Provinece.

According to the system of Stekhoven, this species belongs to the group bicinctus,
allied to Tabanus griseipalpis S. Stekhoven and Tabanus insidiator Austen, but this
new species with clear wing and without prominent cross band on 3—4 tergites.
